They say that everything is a matter of personal
pre‘ferehce, Some Peop!e say ﬂ\e Truﬂw fsjusf whaf we make it up to be,
and ﬂ\atjust as beau'(g is in the eyes of the beholder so also is truth in
the eyes of the beholder.

This form of thinking is rected in individuality, and is not uncommen in a
culture that bases itself on the ideal of mgged individualism, Cach of us
is, after all, unigue and one of a kind. One whe contemplates deeply on
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this ur\iq{ueness of the seh(, comes to realize that there is a world of
Jifference between being unigue and being individualistie. A unigue
person is hu@ one of a kind, whereas an individualistic persen is guite
commen and ordinary, Individuality is the qvuahfg of eqgo, whereas

unigueness is an inherent qvuaﬁtg of the soul-self, the pure econscicusness,

ES" is the false identification of the conscious self with the mind and
bedy. The soul-self, or pure conseiousness, is consciousness deveid of
ego expression. When ve are rea”3 not in our ego, we experience
t’irecﬂg the beautg of life, and that experience is anags unique, it is
a]wags ever-new, and it is not possible to copy that experience in the
memory or find a substitute for it. On the other hand, when we are in
our eqo we ihfuiﬁ\/e!g know that our experience is ?imi’red, and the mind
and eqo then react ?73 attempting to cover up our lack. Ego reacts ’73
asserting itself and claims dominion over the mind, which it uses to
manufacture images to prop itself up. Eqo-individualistic-self-corfidence
is a very poor substitute for the soul confidence (aatam»vishwas)
inherent in the state of pure awareness (aafam—sﬁﬁ). In fact, it is no
substitute at all, because there is no substitute for the state of

imageless awareness, the state of pure conscicusness,

Bw:) its very nature, eqo does not let us experience the uh'!\/ersahfg of
Truﬂ\, because to do so would negate the existence o‘f eqo, But of

course, eqo wants to believe it knows everything, so it creates its own
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Truﬂ\, because to kr\ow ﬁ\e Tmﬁw makes the eqo fee? importar\t ahd
power‘fu?, even ﬂ\ougk the truth it knows is not the Truth at all but ch!g
its own images. This is why eqo holds onto its images, including its

images of uhiVersaUtg .

There are many, many religious preachers, pundits, prophets, and
proﬁfeers but very, very few real teachers and tellers of Truth. No one
can rea"\j tell you the Truth unless you are ready to hear it, which
means no ohe can teach you the Truth unless you are reat’\j to learn it.

Emotional maturity and the desire to learn are both prereqvuisites.

Teacher.

The Truth-teacher is a facilitator and not a dictator. He or she simp]g
facilitates the truth-seeker in the search for Truth. A true Guide will
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9uit{e you to look within your ownh se!‘f and discover bg direct perception
your owh True Se!‘f.

Tt is net possiHe to see c]earlg if our perception is clouded 53 our
misconceptions, images, and false knowledge. As long as we are holding
onte our eqo we will remain confused and unhappy. We need to drop cur
eqo by letting go of our images and begin with a clean slate. As the
Zen meditation says, We need to empty the picture filled with mud and
water, so that the fresh water can be poured into it. We need to empty
our mind of all our precohcei\ted notions o)c Truth in order to learn the
Truth from within. When we drep cur eqo and images we hecome simple,
